Every year the OG Cafe gets bigger and better,  and this year was no different. We tried some new 
things based on learnings from last year. We restricted the menu, controlled quantities, and offered 
a selection of savoury food for the first time including plated meals.  

As usual we were busy busy from open until about 1pm when it begins to slow down. I know we 
might sound panicked when we are calling out for volunteers,  but we needed every single person 
on the floor during this period: two on serving up front, two on drinks, one on savoury food prep,

On top of the work on the day we also called on volunteers to help us bake, pack and unpack the 
truck, clean the reserve up, decorate the cafe with flowers, pack and prepare all the goods we 
needed for the day, set up the generator and the list goes on and  on (literally, the list of jobs now 
exists in The Spreadsheet).  

There are real challenges in running a cafe to this standard at the reserve. And every year I wonder

I am incredibly proud of what we achieved at the cafe this year. Our total profit for the day was 
$3034. This was over $900 up on last year and we reached our goal of $3000. We served delicious 
food at reasonable prices. Everything was extremely high quality,  and we got lots of compliments 
about the menu from customers and feedback from out in the gardens that people loved the cafe. 
We also had almost no waste. At the end of the day,  we had three vanilla cupcakes and seven cans 
of soft drink left unsold.  

Mostly though, the pride I feel in being part of the OG Cafe is not about the money made but about 
the generosity of the people it takes to make it. 27 individual volunteers worked together to make 
the cafe happen this year. So many of you played a part an d every job - big or small - is important in 
making it happen. So, the biggest THANK YOU to everyone who helped bake, serve, carry, clean 
and pack stuff. It is that generosity with time and resources that makes the OG Cafe a great project 
to be a part of.  
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There are a few people I would like to give particular 
thanks to this year. Firstly, to Emily Smith who 
generously baked a huge amount, donated all the 
salad ingredients and gave her time to make 
sandwiches and help in the cafe on the day. Thanks 
Emily.  

Thanks to Delvene Alley for once again providing the 
most beautiful flower arrangements on every table.
